A&E/STRUCTURAL ANALYSIS

STANDARDS

Dated:  November 7, 2002

The T-Mobile Co-Location Architectural and Engineering/Structural Analysis Standards are intended to govern any site development and design documentation required for site construction design approval.  These are minimum requirements for site development documentation review and application approval.

1. MINIMUM A&E DRAWING REQUIREMENTS

A. Title Page, T-1 including:

1. Applicant’s name and address 

2. T-Mobile’s site number and name, Applicant’s site reference

3. Revision block showing date of revisions

4. Vicinity Map, site location address

5. Legal description, site description and project information

6. Approval block

B. Site Plan, S-1 including:

1. Title block with architect/engineers name and address.

2. Applicant’s name and address 

3. T-Mobile’s site number and name, Applicant’s site reference

4. Site location address

5. Revision block showing date of revisions

6. Project data block, i.e. scale, sheet #, sheet title etc.

7. 1/16th scale site plan showing lease area, property boundary, site equipment existing and new and surrounding structures. North arrow indications.
C. Equipment Layout Plan S-2 including:

1. Enlarged site area plan at ¼” scale.

2. Equipment layout details showing existing T-Mobile equipment, accurate dimensions of all new and existing equipment, monopole/tower, electrical, telco, waveguide bridge, fences, gates and surrounding structures.

3. Any notes that apply to the new and existing appurtenances.

D. Elevations and Details S-3 including:

1. Antenna mounting details, attachment to monopole/tower, attachment part #’s.

2. Number of proposed antenna and number/size of coax proposed.

3. Antenna manufacturer and model number.

4. Equipment elevations, waveguide bridge elevation, radio equipment elevation.

5. Monopole/Tower elevation showing existing antennas, microwave dishes, entry/exit ports and new antenna and microwave equipment.

6. Equipment pad details.

E. Electrical Plan E-1 including:

1. One line diagram showing all existing equipment and new equipment loads.

2. Grounding details.

3. Site plan showing underground utility locations of point of connection and termination.

2. Structural Analysis Standards

A. Structural analysis completed by the original tower/monopole manufacturer.

B. A letter from the engineer of record including all existing and future antenna, microwave, platforms, mounts and ancillary equipment. The letter shall reference the EIA/TIA conformance for the specific county minimum basic wind speed and ice loading.  

C. A statement from the engineer of record addressing the adequacy of the existing foundation to support all existing, proposed and future design loads. 

D. Include all existing equipment and future T-Mobile equipment. (Should include a 12’-0’ X 20’-0” T-Mobile equipment pad incorporated into the existing VS equipment pad. )
